To maintain access for emergency vehicles and facilitate traffic movement it will be necessary to 

close portions of city streets and to temporarily post certain streets “No Parking”.

 High St. - between North St. and Stanton Ave. – from 9:45 a.m. to approx. Noon; 
 Morning St from 161 to North St. will be One Way Only northbound 8:00 a.m.-10:30 

a.m. 
 

The following areas will be posted “No Parking” effective 7:00 a.m. to Noon:   

 Morning St. - from E. North St. to E. South St. 
 Hartford St. - from E. North St. to E. South St. 
 High St. - from Dublin-Granville Rd. to South St.  
 Franklin Ave. - from Morning St. to Pingree Dr. 
 Oxford St. - from Dublin-Granville Rd. to W. South St. 
 W. North St. - from Evening St. to High St. 
 E. New England Ave. –from Hartford St. to Plymouth St.
